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PREFACE

Tus Tukudh Grammar here presented is little more than an
outline of what it represents. It is, however, hoped that it will
be considered sufficient to be of real service. With the help of
the syllabary prefixed to it the pronunciation of even the longest
words, after a few lessons, is rendered comparatively easy. Without
it a long time may elapse before the correct sounds of words can
be discerned. It was only after many years that they were
ascertained, and that the syllabary was completed as it is. The
art of reading is quickly acquired by the Natives who speak the
language, especially by the more intelligent. An instance may
be cited of one, who previously had & slight knowledge of reading
in English. He was taught. the syllabary in three days. He was
then given a copy of the Gospel of St. John. This was at the end
of April. In the month of June when his own and another tribe
assembled at a trading post of the Hudson Bay Company, he was
able to read to them in their own tongue out of the Holy Gospel
given to him. As a Christian leader he had been accustomed to
teach them orally what he himself had been taught. This was in
1874. Bince that time even old men have learnt to read the Holy
Seriptures, and other books, translated into their language.

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The letter o is never employed by itself in the Tukudh langunage,
but is always connected with h, and pronounced like toh, asin church,
thus, chitti tte, what ? chottin tte, who # chyaggut tte, why? sut
chah, my younger brother; set chi, my elder sister.

The letter g has only one sound: as in gay, go: thus, glmkhyl,
I speak; gmyoo, they say; gunokhyi, speak ye.

The letter j is pronounced like g soft, as in ginger; thus, nyi nja,
your provision; trenjo, woman; kukwadhut njo, great master.

The rest of the consonants are sounded as in the English alphabet.

The sound of the vowels never ohanges; they have always the same
gound, The letter a in ako has the same sound as in man. The
letter e in lyet has the same sound as in men. The letter i in tinjih
has the same sound as in pin. The letter o in onjit has the same

Ei tm]lh venjit set tsut kwirzi trigikhe
nelhyinh, I have seen the mon that was recommended to me, Kebtui
nelhyinh, I sow him yesterdoy.

The Future Tense represents the action as yet to come: as, Tunelh-
yah I will see him.

The conjugation of a verb is the regilar combination and arrange-
ment of its several numbers, persons, moods, aud tenges,
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The con]uga,t.lon of an active verb is styled the Active Vowe, and
that of the passive verb, the Passive Voice.

Examples of both are given in the following conjugations, also
of the Intransitive verb. Most are only in the affirmative. A few
. are glven in both affirmative and negatlve forma,

Of the various ways in which words are derived from one another,
Having treated of the different sorts of words, and their various
modifications, which is the first part of Etymology, it is proper to
explam the methods by which one word is derived from another.

Words are derived from one another in various ways, namely :.
- 1" Substantives are derived from verbs: as from trigilhyi, speak-
ing, is derived the word gikhyi, spesker, from the third person
. singular, indicative mood, present tenge of the verb tugnkhyl,

" speaking.

The word kwundui, &fe, is derived from the third person singular,
indicative mood, present tense of the verb trikwundui, lving.
The firet person is kwihndui, the second kwindui, the third kwandui.
- The word ndetiti, visitor, comes from the third person singular,

indicative mood, present tense of the verb ndetrititi, visiting. The
first person is ndeihti, the second ndenyiti, the third ndeiti. ‘
